Content and Curricular Connections
The podcast or video has no connection to class content or benchmarks and does not support ECRS-R indicators for use of technology.

Content and Curricular Connections Comments:

Purpose of Podcast or Video
There is no clearly stated purpose for the podcast or video.
A stated purpose for the podcast or video is included but may not be appropriate or measurable.
The purpose of the podcast or video is clearly stated, addresses goals and objectives for preschoolers, with results that are measurable 
The purpose of the podcast or video is clear, the ideas and strategies presented appropriate, and success of implementation is measurable. Students are able to apply ideas or strategies presented based upon the information provided in the podcast or video.
Purpose of Podcast or Video Comments:

Role of Technology
Podcasts or videos treat students as passive recipients of information and do not support their learning. The information provided is trivial or would be better in a face-to-face setting.
The podcast or video is focused but does not take full advantage of the medium. 
The podcast or video makes appropriate use of technology while helping students acquire the information they need to implement follow-up activities. 
The podcast or video helps students achieve the stated purpose and is both an appropriate and creative use of the medium. Students’ skills show improvement as a result of this use of technology.

Role of Technology Comments:

Podcast or Video Design
The podcast or video seems incomplete or poorly conceived. The scope of the podcast or video is too large or too small. The teacher has not considered students’ learning needs.
The podcast or video may be complete, but lacks depth. It does not make accommodations for students with special needs or other learning style preferences. The time students invest in reviewing the podcast or video may be too great given its education value. 
The podcast or video is complete, goes into depth as appropriate and provides adaptations for students with special needs or other learning style preferences.  The teacher has considered scaffolding learning for students with varying knowledge levels. Students are encouraged to explore concepts by implementing ideas and strategies in follow-up activities.
The podcast or video is complete, deep, well-scaffolded and adaptable. It offers extensions for students and/or adaptations for students with special needs or other learning style preferences. Students have opportunities to actively engage with the concepts presented by enhancing the ideas or strategies presented and sharing these activities with other students. 

Podcast or Video Design Comments:

Role of the Teacher
The teacher has not prepared a podcast or video and/or has not planned how students will access these files and has not developed adequate personal skills in use of required hardware and software.
The teacher has planned a podcast or video with clear goals but has not clearly thought through how the students will access them. The teacher may have developed some of the skills required for use of necessary hardware and software. 
The teacher has designed and prepared an appropriate podcast or video each month and has designed one or more strategies for students to access these files. The teacher has developed the skills required for use of necessary hardware and software.
The teacher is well prepared and has planned an engaging, effective and meaningful podcast or video more than once each month. Students have more than one path to successfully access the files. The teacher has developed skills beyond those required for basic use of necessary hardware and software.
Role of the Teacher Comments:

Instructions
Students have no idea how to access podcasts and videos.
Students are able to access podcasts and videos with significant assistance.
Students are able to access podcasts and videos with occasional assistance.
Students are able to access podcasts and videos on their own and seldom require adult assistance.
Instructions Comments:

Assessment
There are no clear plans for assessment of impact of use of podcast or video on student learning.
The teacher has planned for assessment but the assessment is inadequate or incomplete, and may not reflect or measure the impact of use of the podcast or video on student learning.
Assessment strategies are clearly articulated and logical. They adequately reflect the impact of use of podcast or video on student learning.
The teacher employs multiple and alternative assessment strategies which directly correlate to the impact of use of podcast or video on student learning. The assessment strategies are logical and clearly articulated. Students feedback is part of the assessment plan.
